Occupancy sensors were also 
included, as these would only provide 
light to areas where the motion of staff 
or forklift trucks was detected, and 
turn off when there is no movement.

Very low glare lenses were also 
installed to provide a comfortable and 
safe working environment for staff, 
especially for forklift operators.
